School Visits

Exchange students visit local elementary, junior high, and
high schools at various times each semester. Activities vary
by school, but students are often invited to give a brief
presentation about themselves and their home countries,
sharing items or visuals to help students better understand
their culture.

The Prefectural International Exchange Association and other
groups offer a variety of international activities for students,
such as apple-picking, barbecues, tourist monitor tours, and
mentoring at high school English camps. Participation is
voluntary, but most exchange students take part regularly,
enjoying these opportunities to explore Japanese culture.

Exchange students can participate in short homestays
lasting one to three days, providing a unique opportunity to
experience Japanese family life. Many students form lasting
bonds with their host families, often spending holidays
together and staying in touch long after returning to their
home countries.

In addition to our one-semester and two-semester exchange
programs, students also have the opportunity to audit
classes at YPU for up to three months. This flexible option
enables students to engage with Japanese students and
community members, participate in classroom activities and
discussions, and experience Japanese university life in a way
that suits their individual needs. While we have welcomed
students from Taiwan and the United States in this capacity,
we warmly invite students from our partner universities
around the world.

Students interested in teaching English language and/or
culture and seeking experience assisting in a university
classroom can arrange short-term internships at YPU. Each
internship plan and schedule is determined individually,
based on the student’s goals and availability. Internships
typically involve assisting in English language classes and
courses taught in English. There are also opportunities to
support the International Office with general office duties, as
well as the planning and implementation of events and
activities for our international students.
