YPU consists of three faculties: the Faculty of
Intercultural Studies, the Faculty of Social Welfare, and the Faculty of Nursing and Human Nutrition.
It also has two graduate schools: Social Health Sciences and Welfare, and Intercultural Studies. There

is also a special Division of Midwifery.

Except for the Japanese as a Second Language class, all classes meet once per week for 90 minutes.
The school day runs from 8:50 a.m. to 7:30 p.m., and most Japanese students take about 10 to 12
classes per semester. Most classes are lecture-based, but the smaller class sizes for exchange
students allow for more discussion. International students are required to take a minimum of 14

credits (about 7 classes) to fulfil their visa requirements.

Students staying until the end of the semester will take their exams with Japanese students, however

many classes offered for exchange students will cumulate in a final report rather than an exam.

Once the documents are sent to YPU, we will issue a Letter of Admission and then apply for a
Certificate of Eligibility (COE) from the Ministry of Foreign Affairs. After the COE has been issued, it
will be scanned and sent to the student’s institution before physical copies of both the Letter of
Admission and COE are sent to the students’ home institutions. The Letter of Admission/COE are
typically sent by late February for Spring/Summer arrivals and early September for Fall/Winter
arrivals. Students must take these documents and their passports to the nearest Japanese embassy
or consulate to obtain their entry visa. The entry visa is affixed to the passport and is necessary for
entry into Japan. It may take about a month to process in the students' home countries. All visa

processing costs are the responsibility of the students.

first month's living expenses. Money can be exchanged at international airports. International credit
cards can be used to withdraw cash from ATMs. Most students use cash advances, debit ATM cards,
and credit cards at convenience stores and post offices throughout Japan. Check with your financial

institution before coming to Japan to ensure your card can be used to withdraw money from your

home country bank account while in Japan.
